PARENT GUIDEBOOK

ATTENDANCE  - Pre-Kindergarten  and  Kindergarten classes begin promptly at 8:00.  It is important that your child is in the classroom at that time.  Students arriving after 8:05 a.m. are considered tardy.  Tardies are excused only for medical reasons, personal illness, or funerals. PPCD classes begin at 8:00 a.m. and 11:00 a.m.  It is important that children arrive at these times.  Students arriving after 8:05 a.m. for AM class or 11:05 a.m. for PM class are considered tardy.  Tardies are excused only for medical reasons, personal illness, or funerals.  Tardies are considered an absence for part of a day and are subject to compulsory attendance laws.  If you are in need of transportation due to car problems, contact the Carver office at 398-0060 (no later than 8:15 a.m.), and the school office will contact our school liaison.  Only as a temporary solution can the school liaison provide this service.  All students must be picked up from school by 3:05 p.m. or as they are dismissed.

Breakfast is served 7:30-8:00 a.m.  If your child plans to eat breakfast, they must be at school by 7:30 a.m.  Breakfast and/or lunch tickets may be purchased in the cafeteria from 7:30 to 8:00 a.m.  Parents are welcomed to eat with their child (must sign in as a visitor) after the child has adjusted to school (after the first two weeks of school).
CONFERENCES - Each nine-week period, a progress report checklist will be sent home with conferences requested as needed.  Parents may request a conference at any time.

DELIVERIES - There is a $1.00 cash charge for any deliveries such as Valentine flowers, etc.   No balloons are allowed on the bus.

DISMISSAL  - Pick-up and delivery maps are included in this booklet.  Please become familiar with this information.

DRESS CODE  - Carver Kindergarten follows the district guidelines for dress 

code as stated in the Lockhart ISD Handbook of Information.   You should receive 

a copy of the Handbook the first week of school.  Costumes are not permitted unless requested by the teacher for special occasions.  No flip-flops, halter tops, or high

heeled/platform shoes allowed.

EMERGENCY INFORMATION - It is important that we have  emergency numbers 

on file for each child.  All telephone numbers and addresses where parents, relatives, or friends may be reached need to be kept up-to-date.  Please inform us of any changes as soon as they occur or change.

FIELD TRIPS - We appreciate having parents accompany classes on field trips.
Our guidelines include parents carpooling and traveling along with the bus to the 

field trip site; parents paying their admission fee.  No younger or older siblings are allowed to go along on field trips.  Only LISD school personnel are allowed to ride the 

school bus. In order to ensure our student’s safety, background checks are required for every person volunteering at our school – no exceptions.  

HOMEWORK FOLDERS - The purpose of the folder is to improve communications between the school and parents as we become learning partners.  We also want to teach our children skills of respon-sibility and organization.  Each parent is asked to check the homework folder each day for information from the teacher and school, sign the homework sheet daily, and to help the child remember to return to school with the folder the next school day.  Homework folders will be provided to all students free of charge.  Students are asked to provide their own backpack.  Backpacks with wheels are not allowed.

FOOD OF MINIMAL NUTRITIONAL VALUE - Food of Minimal Nutritional Value (FMNV) can only be made accessible to students during the designated FMNV Holidays (Dec. 19, 2006, Feb. 14 and April 5, 2007.  Parents may bring healthy snacks on their child’s birthday. Those snacks will be served the last 30-45 minutes of the day. Under no circumstances will students be allowed FMNV at any other times. Parents may send FMNV for their own child; however, it cannot be shared with other students.

INTERNET ACCESS - Lockhart ISD makes no warranties of any kind, whether expressed or implied, for the services provided over the Internet.  Because access to the Internet provides connections to other computer systems located all over the world, users (and parents of users, if the user is under 18 years old) must understand that neither individual schools nor Lockhart ISD control the content of the information available on these other systems.  Some of the information available is controversial and may be offensive to users.  

The District will not be responsible for any damages a user suffers, including any financial obligation from unauthorized use of the system for the purchase of products or services.  This includes loss of data resulting from delays, no-deliveries, misdeliveries, or services interruptions caused by the District or by the user’s errors or omissions. LEAVING SCHOOL EARLY - If it is necessary for you to pick up your child early, you must sign him/her out at the office and obtain an “early dismissal slip”.  The dismissal slip is then presented to the teacher. Teachers cannot release students without knowing that they have been signed out in the office. Students cannot be paged to come to the office.  Parents must personally pick up the child from the classroom.  Late Arrivals – Students arriving after 8:05 are considered tardy and must be signed in by their parent or guardian.  A “late arrival slip” must be obtained to enter class. Students arriving late are considered tardy/absent for part of the day.  This is done for the safety of your child.
LIBRARY -  All students will be allowed to checkout books for a week at a time.   Books must be returned on their due date.  Parents and students are responsible for any and all damages (such as lost, damaged, mutilated, torn, or removal of bar code on books) and for costs to replace the book.  Report cards and checkout privileges will be denied if the book or payment for the book are not returned.

MEDICATION - All medicine should be taken to the nurse with a note from the parent giving complete instructions.  Medicine must be in the original container and prescribed to the child taking it.  Parents must fill out a permission to administer medication form that is available from the nurse’s office before medication can be given to the child.  

MONEY
- Any money sent to school should be in an envelope with the child’s name, teacher’s name and what the money is for written on the outside.  Please do not send cash!  Checks and money orders only.  Amounts of money sent larger than $20.00 must be delivered to the office by the parent or guardian.  Do not send money in backpack.

PERSONAL ITEMS - Please put your child’s name on each article of outside clothing (jackets), on their backpack, and lunch box.  This will assist us in finding “lost” items.  Your child will be responsible for any personal items brought from home.  

Toys are not allowed in school, unless requested by the teacher.  Game cards such as Pokemon, etc. are prohibited and will be confiscated by the Principal.  They will not be returned.

SIGN-IN SHEETS and BADGES  - ALL VISITORS MUST REPORT TO THE OFFICE.  There are sign-in sheets and badges at the office for anyone visiting the school during regular school hours and for volunteers working in the classrooms or with PTO. 

STUDENT ABSENCES - Daily attendance will be recorded once each day.    According to State law, pre-k and kindergarten students in school by 10:00 a.m. are counted present for the day.  Those who are not in school by this time are counted absent for the day.  A student not actually on campus at the time attendance is taken may be considered in attendance if that student is temporarily absent due to an appointment with a health care professional and returns to school on the same day of the appointment. We request parents sign students in at the office when they are late or return to school during the school day.  The New Texas Education Code includes a compulsory attendance rule for children who have enrolled in kindergarten or pre-kindergarten [Subsection 25.085(a)]. Children are required to be in attendance each school day for the entire year except for excused absences due to health reasons.  A minimum attendance of 90% is required for receiving credit for the year.  Tardies will be recorded and reported.  Tardiness is disruptive to the learning environment, too.  The Code further states that a truancy complaint be filed against the parents of a child who is not attending school regularly.  This offense is a Class C misdemeanor. 
A written excuse that includes the child’s name, teacher, date(s) absent from school and the reason absent must be turned in for each absence or period of absence. 

It will help us if you can call the school office the day the child is absent, 398-0060.  Our school goal is to have every student in class every day, except when illness requires absence.  We ask parents to support us in attaining this goal. Excuses that come from the doctor’s office need to be in the office within three (3) days of the absence. 

STUDENT TRANSPORTATION CHANGES **IMPORTANT**  - Whatever way you establish for your child to go home, is the way he/she will be sent home each day.  The only way we will change the procedure is if we receive a written note or phone call from individuals listed on the emergency card informing us about a change in transportation or way home. It is also important that you notify us if someone different will be picking your child up.  Students will only be released to those individuals designated on the emergency card.

Bus changes must be in writing and approved by the principal.  Only students registered with Durham Transportation will be allowed changes.

TECHNOLOGY – CODE OF CONDUCT - Consequences of Violation – PRE-K through GRADE 12 --  All policies and procedures for acceptable use of computers, networks, and the Internet are intended to minimize the burden of administering the networks, so that more time can be spent enhancing services.  Use of the computer to access telecommunications re-sources is a privilege and not a right.  Violation of the policies and procedures of Lockhart ISD, concerning the use  of computers and networks, will result in disciplinary actions similar to other Code of Conduct violations.
Level 1.  Warning.

Level 2.  Student will receive a discipline referral and lose computer privileges/Internet access for up to 6 weeks.  A conference between the parent and campus administrator will be scheduled (necessary).

Level 3.  Pattern of Abuse of Flagrant Violations:  Any student who, after Level 1 warning, and/or Level 2 disciplinary action continues to engage in serious or persistent misbehavior by violating the District’s previously communicated written Standards of Conduct will lose computer privileges/ Internet access for the remainder of school year.  A parent conference with principal/campus administrator will be held.  Disciplinary or legal action may be taken including, but not limited to, criminal prosecution and/or penalty under appropriate state and federal laws.

Your student will automatically have access to the Internet.  If you choose to deny access, please contact your child’s campus and complete a “Denial of Internet Access” form.

WITHDRAWALS - When parents or legal guardians wish to withdraw a child from school, they should contact the school office as soon as possible before the date of withdrawal.  There are reports to be completed and procedures to follow in order to properly withdraw your child from school (due to moving, etc.)  Parent/guardian must pick up withdrawal information in person.
**SPECIAL NOTICES** - Drug Free & Gun Free School-This school upholds the district belief that student use of alcohol, illicit drugs, and weapons are wrong, harmful, and prohibited.  Pesticides-This school periodically applies pesticides.  Informa-tion concerning these applications may be obtained from the  Maintenance Department at 398-0160.
